A Brief History

CafZ Sevilla, which started as a small tapas bar, was opened in 1987by Spanish-bom
owne's Rogdio and Janet Huidobro, who would gather with friendslonging for the
traditiond and authentic ambiance of Spain. Sevilla@ dedication to creating authentic
Spanish cuisine and ambiance in every detail has been thedriving force behind the
establishment and still sugainsit to this day. Thedance club began as an unfinished
cellar with asingle light bulb, and monthslater the Flamenco Show and Club were
begun.In 1992 Eric van den Haute was named General Manager (later becoming CEO),
bringing experience, fresh ideas, and determination to thebusness.

The Flamenco Show became the heart of a strongentertainment program. Each night of
theweek developed atheme, with Salsa & Merengue Brazilian Samba Rodk En
Espa-ol, and Rumbaguitarists added to thelineup. Recently an authentic Gypsy Fuson
Show was added, showcasing the musc and dance traditionsof the Gypses of Span and
France, a spectacle tha cannotbefoundanywhere elsein California

In thefall 1995 Sevillatook over a closed theater next door, creating adiningroom
panted to evoke a paio unde the stars in southern Spain onaromantic spring evening.
Therestaurant offers fine Spanish and Seafood cuisine created by executive chef
Christian Vignes, and has won many awards. Owner Janet Huidobro persondly created
